They have been closed to travellers since 26 March this year, when the COVID-19 pandemic resulted
in all camping grounds located on Council owned or managed land being shut down.

The decision was made to align with the Queensland Government closing all camp grounds in
national parks, state forests and state managed recreation and protected areas.
